COURSE DESCRIPTION

Psychology | examines such topics as the principles of learning, processes of thinking, development of
personality, measurement of intellectual ability, theories of learning and memory and the effects of heredity and
environment on human behavior. The topics addressed in Psychology | are examined in greater depth in
Psychology Il. These include principles of learning, processes of thinking, development of personality,
measurement of intellectual ability and the study of heredity and environment. New topics introduced include
psychological statistics, testing, developmental psychology, sensation and perception.

Psychology I/11 is a one-year elective course offered to students in grades ten through twelve and 1 credit.
